
»» The MPD supports the distribution of condoms to 
help prevent the spread of HIV and other sexually 
transmitted diseases.

»» Individuals are allowed to carry as many condoms as 
they want.  There is no “three condom rule.”

»» MPD officers cannot conduct a stop or conduct a search 
of a person or premises based on whether or not  that 
person possesses condoms.
